Open Absentees Pollworker will open absentee envelopes, read the voters name aloud, and cast the ballot

Poll Book Pollworker works with another, logging voter number and acquiring signature of voter

* Must have good vision to see the poll book & photo ID and good hearing to hear the voter

*Position needed for 630am to close of election

*Will be sitting during the election process

Ballot Table Pollworker works with another, initialing and explaining the ballot to the voters

* Must have good vision to read the ballot

* Position needed for 630am to close of election

*Will be sitting during the election process

Number Runner Pollworker will stand behind the poll books and hand out the voter numbers 

* Position needed for 630am to close of election

* Depending on the volume of voters, may be standing for long periods of time

Greeter Greeter is the first contact of the voter. You will verify if the voter is in the correct

polling place (City of Waupun, Dodge or Fond Du Lac County), will request them to have their 

photo ID in hand

* Position needed from 630am to close of election

* Depending on the volume of voters, may be standing for long periods of time

Registration Pollworker will verify the voter is eligible to voter, and if so, will complete the voter 

registration form and obtain an acceptable form of proof of residence. 

*Excellent hand writing necessary

* Position needed for 630am to close of election

*Will be sitting during the election process

Registration Runner Pollworker will transport voters who have completed registration to the polls

* Position needed for 630am to close of election
