
From the Waupun Mayor - 
Hi everyone!   
Today marks my 100th day as your Mayor, and I'd like to take this occasion to once again thank you for the 
privilege of being Waupun's Mayor!  I love being mayor, and bragging up Waupun! I think we're the greatest little 
city around! We have amazing water, live in the seventh safest city in Wisconsin, and have a dedicated crew of 
wonderful people who work for our city and deliver our city services day in and day out.  I'm fortunate to have such 
a great team in place and Waupun is lucky to have so many great people who are dedicated to Waupun on our 
team.  I would like to give a personal shout out to Kathy Schlieve, Angie Hull, and Jenny Petersen, who make me 
look good every day!  I couldn't do this job without them, and I'm very thankful to have them!  
I came into this office and wanted to hit the ground running. First thing I did was to put the city flag back up in our 
council chambers, and it now flies at most of the city buildings! I've been touring local manufactures, schools, city 
buildings, and local businesses. I've loved attending ribbon cuttings, retirement parties, farmers markets, FEMA 
training, and being Waupun's biggest cheerleader.  
I'm happy that next year the Main Street railroad crossing is getting fixed, we're switching garbage companies to 
hopefully improve service, United Co-Op has broken ground, All Phase is building a new building near the truck 
stop, and the council is dedicated to connecting Shaler Drive, meaning one could drive from the truck stop to 
McDonald's, all on Shaler Drive! 
I’m glad we’re cracking down on code enforcement and cleaning up most of the dumpy and blighted areas around 
the city. In fact, the city will be hiring a part time code enforcement officer just to help keep Waupun a clean and 
attractive place to live, work and play!  
I'm still working on putting the End of the Trail sculpture on the new wayfinding signs, and honestly that's been way 
more difficult than I ever would have guessed! (More on that at the end of this column)  
In other news, Waupun's Post 210 Legion Baseball team is playing in the state tournament, and I want to wish them 
luck! Waupun has a long record of baseball success, going to state nine out of the 10 last seasons!  We’re fortunate 
to have such a great baseball complex, as well as an excellent coaching staff.  (Maybe the Cubs should hire 
Spanbauer!!)  In all seriousness, that baseball complex brings several tournaments to Waupun every Summer, and 
it’s excellent for our restaurant and hospitality businesses.  Good luck Waupun Post 210!! 
Finally, the End of the Trail debate.  An unintended consequence as a result of the debate over whether or not we 
should be using the sculpture on our city signage, is that more of us are discussing the End of the Trail, why it's 
here, how it got here, and what it symbolizes.  Is it a beautiful work of art meant to honor Native Americans, or is it 
a horrific reminder of the treatment of Indians? 
But, in a larger sense, isn't 'that' the meaning of the sculpture?  Mr. Shaler purchased and gifted that sculpture 
because he thought it was a beautiful and emotional piece of work, that would force us to remember our past, and 
challenge us moving forward. I'd like to think Mr. Shaler would be happy that we're discussing the EOT, because we 
are remembering why it's here-in Waupun- and what happened to Native Americans.  
It's no secret that I love our sculptures, and feel strongly that we should be honoring the End of the Trail statute by 
having it on our city's welcome/wayfinding signs; not to be removing it as we are.   That sculpture tells two stories 
simultaneously, that of the plight of Native Americans, and that of Clarence Shaler’s generosity to Waupun! For 
those reasons alone, I believe that sculpture should be on our city signage!

JULY 31 DEADLINE – PROPERTY TAXES DUE BY JULY 31 TO THE COUNTY: 
Current Taxes Due:  Current year property taxes due. The 2021 property tax bills were mailed December 2021 and a 
minimum payment, equal to the first installment, was due by January 31, 2022.  Second installment(s) are 
considered Postponed Taxes and are due July 31, 2022. If the required installment amount due is not paid or is paid 
after the mandatory deadline, the remaining balance becomes delinquent.  What happens if I’m late in paying my 
taxes?  All delinquent taxes are subject to interest and penalty charges from February 1 until paid (fraction of a 
month counts as a whole month).  Who do I contact if I have questions on my tax bill and payments?  Fond Du Lac 
County 920-929-3010.

What’s on my ballot? 
                Access https://myvote.wi.gov/en-us/ and click on the WHATS ON MY BALLOT tile 
Where do I vote and what are the hours of voting on Election Day? 

Voting is held at the City Hall, located at 201 E Main Street. You may take the steps to enter the front of 
City Hall or enter the lower level-west entrance door to access the elevator. Voting hours are 7:00am to 
8:00pm. 

Can I vote early in-person? 
Yes, you may vote in person in the City Hall Clerk’s Office from Tuesday, July 26 to Thursday, August 4 

(Monday-Friday 8:00am to 4:00pm) and Friday, August 5 (8:00am to 5:00pm) 
What is the last day I can vote early in-person? 

                The last day you can vote early in-person is Friday, August 5 by 5pm 
Can I get a ballot mailed to me? 
                Yes, we can mail you a ballot between the dates of Thursday, June 23 to Thursday, August 4. There are 
several ways you can request a ballot be mailed to you: 

1. Access https://myvote.wi.gov/en-us/ and click on Vote Absentee 
2. Complete the WI Elections Commission Absentee Ballot Request form and return it to the City Clerk

3. Email the City Clerk angie@cityofwaupun.org making a request for a ballot be mailed to you. Provide 

your full name, Waupun address, date of birth and the full address of where you would like it mailed. If 
we do not have a copy of your photo ID on file, you will receive an email making request for the 
document before a ballot can be placed in the mail.  

What is the last date I can request an absentee ballot be mailed to me? 
                The last date you can request for a ballot be mailed to you is Thursday, August 4 by 5:00pm 
How do I return the absentee ballot that was mailed to me? 
                There are several ways to return your voted ballot: 

1. Postal Mail. When the Clerk mails you the ballot, included is a return envelope which postage is already 
applied. Be sure to have your signature and the signature/address of your witness on the exterior of 
the return envelope or it will be returned to you. 

2. In-person. You may return YOUR voted ballot in the sealed return envelope during the City Clerk office 
hours (Monday-Friday 8:00am-4:00pm). YOU CAN NO LONGER PLACE THEM IN THE DROP BOX. YOU 
CAN NO LONGER BRING IN ANYONE ELSE’S VOTED BALLOT. 

When do I have to have my absentee ballot to the City Clerk to be counted? 
                Your voted ballot, with your signature and the signature/address of your witness on the exterior of the 
return envelope, must be in the hands of the Clerk, no later than 8:00pm on Election Day.

As a reminder, anyone ages 2 or older can utilize these testing sites. Symptoms are not required. No appointments, 
insurance, or identification is required.
