Hi Everybody

It's August and this is a big week! The locally famous Alto Fair, the Waupun Truck-N-Show, and of course, the
August Common Council meeting. Because of the Partisan Primary on Tuesday, the meeting is going to be on
MONDAY August 8 at 6:00 pm at the city hall common council chambers.

If you've been driving around town, you’ve noticed that the city public works crews have been replacing the current
wayfinding signs that have the End of the Trail on them, with signs that do not.

Waupun is in the process of removing references to the EOT, in favor of our new ‘crop logo’.

Don't believe me?

You may remember that Waupun used to have the End of the Trail on banners, garbage cans, and park benches
downtown—they’re all gone now. The next phase in this plan is to replace the “Welcome to Waupun” signs. On
those signs we'll be removing both the EOT sculpture along with the 'city of sculpture' branding.

Why?

Well, the corn branding was done to recognize Waupun’s ag economy, and that’s great! But the reality is no one
travels to Waupun to take pictures of a corn field, they come to Waupun to see our beautiful and emotional
cultural asset; the End of the Trail Sculpture. Once here, many people travel around and check out all the
sculptures, see the prison, and hopefully do a little shopping and eat lunch. But at the end of the day, it’s the
sculptures that dot our landscape that make Waupun unique and different from our neighboring communities.

As everyone knows by now, | think it’s time we stop removing references to our world-famous sculpture. That's
why I’'m asking permission of the council to purchase End of the Trail stickers, with “City of Sculpture " around it, to
cover the crop logo on the new signs. | have even offered to pay for the sign modifications myself.

So far, the council has opposed me on this effort. I'm going to try one more time, at Monday's meeting.

It’s no secret | love Waupun’s sculptures, especially the End of the Trail, because it tells two stories simultaneously.
One, about the plight of Native Americans and second, that of Mr. Shaler and his generosity to Waupun.

For those reasons alone, that sculpture should be honored. I'm thankful so many of you have rallied around my
cause and are contacting your alderman. | hope to see you at the meeting, and together, we can preserve the
legacy of Mr. Shaler for future generations.

What’s on my ballot?

Where do | vote and what are the hours of voting on Election Day?
Voting is held at the City Hall, located at 201 E Main Street. You may take the steps to enter the front of
City Hall or enter the lower level-west entrance door to access the elevator. Voting hours are 7:00am to
8:00pm.
Can | vote early in-person?
Yes, you may vote in person in the City Hall Clerk’s Office from Tuesday, July 26 to Thursday, August 4
(Monday-Friday 8:00am to 4:00pm) and Friday, August 5 (8:00am to 5:00pm)
What is the last day | can vote early in-person?
The last day you can vote early in-person is Friday, August 5 by 5pm
Can | get a ballot mailed to me?
Yes, we can mail you a ballot between the dates of Thursday, June 23 to Thursday, August 4. There are
several ways you can request a ballot be mailed to you:
1. Access https://myvote.wi.gov/en-us/ and click on Vote Absentee
2. Complete the WI Elections Commission Absentee Ballot Request form and return it to the City Clerk

3. Email the City Clerk angie@cityofwaupun.org making a request for a ballot be mailed to you. Provide
your full name, Waupun address, date of birth and the full address of where you would like it mailed. If
we do not have a copy of your photo ID on file, you will receive an email making request for the
document before a ballot can be placed in the mail.

What is the last date | can request an absentee ballot be mailed to me?
The last date you can request for a ballot be mailed to you is Thursday, August 4 by 5:00pm
How do | return the absentee ballot that was mailed to me?

There are several ways to return your voted ballot:

1. Postal Mail. When the Clerk mails you the ballot, included is a return envelope which postage is already
applied. Be sure to have your signature and the signature/address of your witness on the exterior of
the return envelope or it will be returned to you.

2. In-person. You may return YOUR voted ballot in the sealed return envelope during the City Clerk office
hours (Monday-Friday 8:00am-4:00pm). YOU CAN NO LONGER PLACE THEM IN THE DROP BOX. YOU
CAN NO LONGER BRING IN ANYONE ELSE’S VOTED BALLOT.

When do | have to have my absentee ballot to the City Clerk to be counted?

Your voted ballot, with your signature and the signature/address of your witness on the exterior of the
return envelope, must be in the hands of the Clerk, no later than 8:00pm on Election Day.

As a reminder, anyone ages 2 or older can utilize these testing sites. Symptoms are not required. No appointments,
insurance, or identification is required.
