From the Waupun Mayor —

Hi everyone!

You may have seen that screaming banner headline in the paper about Waupun raising sewer rates. While the
headline is true, I'd like to add some context. For the average residential sewer user, your sewer rate will increase
.83 cents. While it's only .83 cents, a rate increase was the last thing we wanted to do, but we have little choice.

So, what happened? Our sewer infrastructure is built to handle the sewer usage that is needed, and our largest
sewer utility customer is the Department of Corrections. In fact, they are close to 50% of all our sewer usage,
however, due to both COVID 19, and Governor Evers' decision in 2020 to shut down a cell hall at Waupun
Correctional Institution, the prisons' sewer usage is DOWN almost 50%. That unforeseen and unwarned decrease in
sewer usage resulting in decrease in revenue, along with several street projects and the state mandated
improvements to the waste water treatment plant, the sewer utility is bleeding badly.

I'd also like to point out that while homeowners will see a .83 cents increase, | singed a change to our sewer
ordinance that will allow us to set a special rate for the institutions so that the vast majority of this rate increase
will be on the back of the people who caused the shortfall; the Dept. of Corrections.

| have also met with our local legislators and they are well aware of the staffing crisis at Waupun and how it's now
beginning to harm our community. I've been told that their goal is to fix the staffing crisis and get Waupun back to
full capacity. If that can happen over the next couple of years, that would go a long way to solving this problem.

As | mentioned, | have been lobbying behind the scenes to increase awareness of the staffing shortage and the
harm it's now causing the broader community along with the safety concerns of the brave men and women who
work at Waupun. | brought up this issue at our last community corrections meeting, and have invited gubernatorial
candidates to come to Waupun and learn first-hand what's happening. Stay tuned.

Speaking of Waupun Utilities, the leadership team from Waupun Utilities attended the WPPI Annual conference
where Waupun's very own Jen Benson won the "Shining Star" Award. Congratulations to both Jen Benson and
Waupun Utilities
